1 Kim Crawford ‘Spifire’ Sauvignon Blanc
2013, New Zealand £15.95

ever tasted, the balance is perfect!

2. Fournier URBAN UCO MALBEC, Argentina
2012, Argentina £11.49
Christine Austin featured this fruit packed wine in the
MARCH 2014 issue of Olive Magazine as the Star wine.

3. Rousseau de Sipian Bordeaux Blend Medoc

2005, France £14.95
A Great Value Bordeaux from a 10/10 vintage
4. Honeymoon, Parellada, Spain 2012 £11.75

The surprise package offering a white wine with a
difference.

5. Rustenburg Straw Wine, South Africa 2011
£11.49 (37.5c¢l)
Several awards around the world for this vintage. Just
Desserts one might say!

6. Domaine Horgelus Sauvignon/Gros Mansang
2012, France £9.99
Really well priced wine for those who like a little zip.

7. Domaine Maurice Charleaux Maranges VV
2011, France £14.99
Value Old Vine Pinot Noir from one of the lesser know
villages in Burgundy

8. Wente MORNING FOG Chardonnay 2012, USA
£12.49
Wooded Chardonnay is making a comeback and it is
easy to see why.

9. Waipara West Sauvignon Blanc 2012,
New Zealand £12.49
Rounded and fruity it is good to see a SB from outside
Marlborough making the top ten.

10. Trisquel Albarino 2012, Spain £10.99
One of my favourite white grapes. If you have not tried
it what are you waiting for?

La Bastide St Dominique Roussanne
2011 £9.99

Southern Rhone grape grown by a
prestigious Chateauneuf Du Pape grower.
Vinified in stainless steel, emphasis here is
on freshness and lively acidity. Under the
new Pays de Mediterranee, which covers
the South East, Provence and Corsica.

Loire
Les Genets Gris COTEAUX DU
GIENNOIS 2012 £13.49

Sauvignon Blanc grown on the eastern
slopes of the Loire valley between
Sancerre and Pouilly Fume. The flint found
in the soil affords a mineral richness with
a steely, almost smoky finish. Very
refreshing and superb with goat's cheese.

Domaine Notre Dame GIGONDAS
Les Mourres 2010 £14.99

This Gigondas is crafted following
traditional winemaking methods and no
new oak. The emphasis here is on the
bold, complex, textured fruit and on
expressing these flavours with purity and
freshness. Authentic and pleasing rustic
rhone!

Bordeaux

CHATEAU SIRAN, Margaux 2010
£35.99

Deep dense ruby, attractively aromatic,
good intense and concentrated dark berry
fruits opulence on the mid-palate, a
chocolatey rich oaky coating adding
chunky, textured complexity, with firm
muscular tannins and freshness adding
definition to a powerful and concentrated
red for the long haul. Serious stuff.
